Instructions for Use

Pre Start Checks and Safety

Check fuel tank is full of appropriate fuel and cap secures correctly
e Check for loose nuts, bolts and screws
e Make sure the job site is safe to operate
e Make sure the Hydraulic connectors are clean and free of defects
e Check the Hydraulic oil tank is at the correct level

When Operating

e Use appropriate PPE

e Ensure all by standers and assistance are aware of work proceedings
e Always operate on full throttle

Starting Procedure

e Connect the Hydraulic breaker

e  Make sure the Hydraulic connectors are located and locked correctly
e Turn the engine switch to ON

e Turnthe fuel tap to ON

e Open the choke lever (cold start)

e Open the throttle lever to 1/2

e  Pullthe start rope cord

e Return the choke lever to OFF
