Vacuum Cleaner

Instructions for Use

Pre-Start Checks and Safety

e The plug on the supply cord of the appliance
must match the outlet

e The class appropriate dust filter must be used,
this is to only be changed when using a P2

respirator

e  Check that the vacuum waste material container
is empty

e Insert the class appropriate dust bag for the
application

e Ensure that the vacuum cleaner top section is fitted correctly.

e Adjust the hose diameter setting switch to the diameter of the hose and
attachments being used

e Ifusingin conjunction with another power tool plugged to the power outlet on
the vacuum, ensure the draw of the tool does not exceed 1200W

e Ensure the wheel brakes are engaged when working on sloped surfaces

When Operating

e When operating without the use of the power outlet on the vacuum turn the
control switch to the “ON” position

e When operating with the use of the power outlet on the vacuum turn the control
switch to the “AUTO” position

e Thefilter cleaning function will automatically start when the tool is turned on, to
stop this function push the filter button on the top middle of machine if fitted

e Ifthe Acoustic warning signal is activated - the dust bag is full, the filter is
clogged, the suction hose is blocked or the hose diameter setting is incorrect

Starting Procedure

e  Plugthe supply cord into the power outlet

e Connect the suction hose and any attachments

e Adjust the hose diameter setting switch to the correct diameter
e  When ready to begin turn the control switch to “ON” or “AUTO”

Stopplng and After Use
Switch off the electric tool

e  Turnthe vacuum cleaner control switch to the “OFF” position

e Unplugthe vacuum cleaner’s supply cord from the power outlet

e Coil up the supply cord and hang on the hook.

e Empty the container and clean the appliance by wiping it with a damp cloth

e  Coil up the suction hose

e Store the vacuum cleanerin a secure, dry place where it inaccessible to
unauthorized users
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
