Instructions for Use

Pre-Start Checks and Safety

e Checkall pins and locks for security
e Check lights and shroud for damage
e Check battery and remote are charged
e Ensure sandbags or pegs are available

When Operating

e Units must be set up <400m away from the operator and the hand held remote
e After pairing the remote check all functions

e Units are not capable of both being green at once.

e  Operator must maintain line of sight with the units

Starting Procedure

e Setup tripod base, ensure level and secure with sandbags or pegs

e Attach light shroud to base adapter

e Attach to tripod base, ensure security knobs are tight and secure

e Ensurered check light atop shroud is facing the operator, not the motorists
e Install battery and secure with clips, ensure unit is off when connecting

e  Pair unit to handheld remote, repeat process for second light

e Perform a function test before deploying

Stopping and After Use
e  Switch units off

e Disassemble units, clean with a rag or cloth and stow in carry cases
e Charge both the batteries and the handheld remote control

e Storesecurely
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
